The time has finally come to put an end to the "Eastern PA Birdline."  Actually, that time has probably come and gone long ago.  The emergence of eBird and multiple Facebook pages has basically made the Birdline’s weekly update outdated and irrelevant.

My first edition of the Birdline was done way back in February of 1991.  Back then, thanks to the financial support of the Lehigh Valley Audubon Society, I was able to set up a local phone number and purchase a recording machine for it.  Birders would call the local phone number and listen to my taped recording of the past week's sightings.  The reason I started it was to replace an old "phone chain" system that would hopefully pass on sightings from one birder to another.  Unfortunately, its weakness was when there was a broken link in the chain.

In 1999, the Birdline debuted on the Internet through the PABIRDS and BIRDEAST listservs.  After the final digital recording machine finally died, the "phone line" version was shut down.

So, this report completes my 30th year.  Thanks goes to the Lehigh Valley Audubon Society for its long-standing support and to all the contributors of sightings during these past 30 years.
