2 Timothy 2:1-7 
Teach and Endure for there is no other way! 

 
Introduction: 
 
2nd Timothy was written from a pastor to a pastor. Paul, near the end of his life, was instructing 
Timothy on those thing necessary to be found faithful in ministry. Many of the people Paul had 
ministered with had failed him and turned their back on him and the ministry. (1:15, 4:10,11) In 
this letter we find Paul giving his last written instruction that we know of to his son in the Lord. 
 
For you, each of you have a pastor… 
 
1. The study of this book can help you see how you are helping your pastor in his ministry or 

making his ministry more difficult. 
2. Each of you should be about the work of the ministry. The work of the church is not all the 

pastor’s job and we just sit back and watch, we are to be active in furthering the work of 
Christ in and through this local church. 

 
What is required of a faithful minister (& church member) of Christ? (Subject) 
 
- Mention the importance of membership. 
 
Paul gives Timothy (and us) two requirements of a faithful minister/church member of Christ. 
 
I. You must teach others (1-2) 
 

A. Unlike those who desert the truth, you must seek your strength in the grace only to be 
found in Christ. 

 
1. It is only by God’s grace that we are where we are. 
 

- How did you get saved? How did the Lord bring you here? You all have a 
story that is a testimony to God’s grace. 

 
- You can almost hear Paul pleading with Timothy, “my child”…let yourself be 

strengthened in the grace in Christ. 
 
2. It is only through His grace that we will accomplish anything in ministry. 
 

- Not how smart you are, how much education you have (although you ought to 
be learning everything you can always challenging yourself). But God’s grace. 

 
B. This must lead to faithful multiplication in your ministry. 

 
1. You must teach others all that has been given to you. (Matt. 28:19,20) 
 

- This requires God’s grace…this isn’t a five week “Basics of New Believers” 
class; or a “New Members” class. 

 



- WORD STUDY: “commit”; this word is most often used in settings of 
providing food for someone or committing your life to the hands of another. It 
carries with it the idea of entrusting something of great value to another 
person for safekeeping or effective use. 

 
- This is investing your life in another person/persons. 

  
- Illustration: Christ/disciples, Paul/Timothy, Don/me (my pastor). 

 
- Have you been taught? Have you allowed someone to give of themselves 

in this way to you? 
 

 
2. You must teach those who will be faithful (as you have been) to teach others 

(multiplication). 
 

- This requires God’s grace to know who these are…how do you know who to 
invest in? 

 
- Illustration: Would you have invested in me? 

 
- Are you one of the faithful? 

 
- If you have been taught and are growing in your faithfulness. Are you 

teaching others? We all must be involved in this ministry. 
 

- Who can you teach? YOUR CHILDREN!!! Others in the church who 
need what you have. Older women (in the Lord) teaching younger women, 
etc. 

 
If you are committed to this what follows is only natural! 
 
II. You must endure suffering (3-7) 
 

A. Join together in suffering with those faithful servants of God. (3) 
 

1. Why would you ever knowingly join in suffering? 
 

a. In order to please your general. (4) 
b. In order to receive the prize. (5) 
c. In order to partake of the fruit. (6) 
 
- Because you are focused, not on the process, but the goal. 

 
2. What kind of suffering is Paul talking about? 

 
a. The suffering that comes from those on the outside. 
 

- If you are going to be faithful, there will be those who will try to destroy 
you. Remember Paul is writing this from prison. 



 
b. The suffering that comes from seeing one you invest so much in neglect what 

they have been given. I think this is the main idea Paul is thinking of here 
(back to 1:15; forward to 4:10,11). 

 
- If you are going to fulfill requirement #1, you will experience this 

suffering. In reality this is a more difficult kind of suffering! 
 

B. You will not endure without the Lord directing your understanding. (7) 
 

1. There will be many times in ministering to others in this way when you will 
wonder, is this worth it…will I ever see any fruit… 

 
2. There will be other times after giving so much truth to someone you will see him 

walk away from all of it. 
 

- What will keep you in the game? 
 

- It wont the relaxing leisure of a soldier’s life, the constant 1st place 
finishes nor the never ending bountiful harvests. 

 
- It will be the understanding that only God can give, when you seek His 

face – “consider these things”. 
 
Conclusion: 
 
So where are you? 
 
Are you here today wondering what does all this mean? I don’t even know if I am saved… 
 
Are you adding to the suffering of your pastor’s ministry? Have you been neglecting all that has 
been given to you? 
 
Are you one who would say, I need to be taught more…I want to be one of those faithful? 
 
To whom are you giving of what you have? 
 
Full Proposition: 
 
Teach and endure, for there is no other way to be faithful in ministry.
