The movie begins with a triple-split screen of each person “waking up”. (reason for quotes will be revealed later). We go for close shots jumping to each person. First, we see Jack wake up, close up on his face, and we switch over to Jenny, who wakes up slowly, and looks at her bedside alarm clock. We then jump over to Bob, who wakes up slowly as well, and flails his hand out, grabbing a beer can, and takes a sip. (Fake beer.  Nothing real!). We then cut to Jenny, who begins to question something about the time. For the next few parts, we will see her getting up, looking outside, and contemplating what is going on.
Voice Over, Jenny: ”What the… the time isn’t 2AM. It CAN’T be.” She goes over to the window. “The sun’s out. It doesn’t feel like 2PM though… what is going on?” She places her hand to her hip, and looks at the wall-clock. It reads 2’o-clock as well. “Wha… ok. 2PM it is.” She then realizes that her bedside clock is an Atomic clock. “Wait….no, it HAS to be 2AM. What is going on? Am I crazy?”

We cut over to Bob, who is looking for more alcoholic drinks to get re-hungover on. He’s not successful, and decides to get dressed to go outside. He picks up a piece of cheese, and begins to chew it, spitting it out into a paper towel only moments later. He then proceeds to foam at the mouth, while finding his fate is ending. The camera takes a third person-effect, and follows Bob as he enters his last few seconds of life.
Voice Over, Bob: “Ugh. What the hell? OMG. It burns the insides of my mouth! What the hell was in that?!??!? Owgafuhgh!” (Dies).

We jump over to Jack, who switches on his tv before getting out of bed, and clicks on the news channel, but to no avail, nothing comes in. He clicks off the tv, (the camera is somewhere near the tv, but not close to Jack). 

VO, Jack: “Must be Patriot again… stupid cable company.”

We cut over to Jenny, who is attempting to open a box of cereal. We then cut to Jenny “waking up”. This time, the clock reads 9AM. She looks around, somewhat freaked out about her nightmare, and picks up a bottle of water from her bedside table. She drinks a bit of water, and looks over at her tv. She gets up, and switches on the TV to her favorite channel, but sees only static. She then switches off the set, and begins to look around the room for something, but can’t seem to find it. She leaves the room, and proceeds downstairs to the kitchen, clutching a handkerchief. (Figure out the song that this is from, and win a dime! -- hehe). (A RED handkerchief at that… reminiscent of what comes next). Upon going downstairs, she grabs a DVD off the kitchen counter, and pops it in to a dvd player, and grabs a bowl, tosses some cereal in, and proceeds to watch the dvd. We cut to a splitscreen to show her watching “Innervate”, and Jack waking up. We slide Jenny off the screen, and put Jack in the center. We then watch as he wakes up, and pulls a small piece of paper from under his pillow. He reads it, and says to himself…
VO, Jack: “Hrm… maybe today will be the day that I do what is needed… or not… yeah, probably not.”

He then proceeds to grab his wallet from his bedside table, and runs out of the house, jumps into his car, and drives off. We now cut to a far shot of the car, as it brakes. We hear a car crash sound effect, and then cut to Bob “waking up”. He appears scared, and his eyes dart from one side to the other. He stands up, walks towards a window, and begins to stare at the sun. He freezes up, and blood begins to pour from his head. He “wakes up” again. We see him as being freaked out, as he scrambles downstairs, and runs out of the house. We cut to Jenny, as she “wakes up”. 
VO, Jenny: “I’ve been here before… ugh. What a nightmare….”

She glances over to her wall-clock, which reads 12o’clock. She looks down at her hands, which appear to be covered in some sort of liquid, which doesn’t seem to be safe, as she screams out.
“Ow. What the frick? What the???” She begins to realize that there’s no chance that she’ll be out of the house without getting this crap all over the place, and tries to wipe her hands, but in the process, gets the liquid all over herself, and she violently shakes, until she is no more. 

We watch as Jack and Bob wake up, simultaneously. (Split screen rocks for this). We watch as they both reach for something, but cannot find anything. We see them both run into each other, one frame into the other. Smack. Bang. “Ow”. We see Bob grab something from the ground, and he hits Jack with it, while Jenny walks in, while Bob’s back is to her. She raises a shiny object over Bob’s head, just as he’s about to finish Jack off. He falls to the floor, silent.
(The shiny object cannot be identified by the audience). Her handkerchief can be seen from her pocket, but she doesn’t use it. Jack gets up, bloodied, but alive. Jenny places her hand on her friend’s back, and they proceed to leave. Bob lies dead on the ground, while Jack and Jenny leave. Bob “wakes up”. 
VO, Bob: “Whoa. I better lay off the hot sauce…err… beer”

We see Bob turn over his cans of beer, into a sink, and watch as he begins to become human again. No longer persuaded by toxins, to kill or hurt people. We watch as Jenny and Jack hold hands, while walking in a park. Is it love? No. Only a way that people see their own personalities take over other’s lives. A VO ends the piece.
VO, Bob: “I’m sick…. Delierious, at best. People that hate me… I’m paranoid, yes. Strange as it seems, we were a pair, me and Jenny… or whomever she really was in my life… where is she now? Ah yes, my sense of happiness… and Jack? My old self… happy, go-lucky… crazy as it seems, what the hell is wrong with it though?”

We see Jenny skip along a path, as Jack watches, with the camera going around him, split screen with Jenny skipping ahead. A tear in his eye, he jogs to catch up with her, in this Technicolor dream.

“Sisters! Brothers! Small Boats of Fire Are Falling From the Sky! - Silver Mt. Zion” Plays in the background, as we see Jenny wake up, whose eyes are darting across the room, as she looks at her clock, and looks out the window, she questions where she is. The movie ends here.
VO, Jenny: “Nothing but a dream… nothing.” Her face is show at the end, frowning, saddened.

This movie is suppose to confuse, and hurt everyone’s perception of reality. It does everything that it was intended to do, as easily as possible. A Technicolor dream, as it may be called. Just another day in sub-reality.
