Sheila-Shine is an industrial strength stainless steel polish. NEVER try to clean a greasy surface with it. Use soap and water for tough dirt and grime first. It says on the can that it can be used for other surfaces also, but just stick to stainless steel. It should be used wherever possible to preserve the stainless steel surface. It should NEVER be used on surfaces where food will come into direct contact, for example DO NOT use it on any counter tops, the sinks or the rolling carts. You should clean theses surfaces with soap and water, dish soap works well for this. Sheila-Shine should also NEVER be used on an oven or stove. Places it can be used are, the ventilation hood, the outside of the reach in refrigerator and freezer or any other stainless steel surface where food WILL NOT come into direct contact.  Rags used for Sheila-Shine should NEVER be used for any other purpose after being use with Sheila-Shine. Once a rag is used it should be stored in an airtight bag for the next time, or just throw it away. NEVER try to wash a rag with Sheila-Shine on it. After you are finished using Sheila-Shine you need to wash your hands with soap and water until you no longer can smell it on your hands. Sheila-Shine has a mint smell mixed with a petroleum smell. It is very strong, so you need to ventilate the room. Keep the doors open and turn on the exhaust fan in the kitchen, the air conditioner helps too. Be sure to read the can for other directions and warnings.
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
