INSTRUCTIONS for the FLIPPERS
1. Flatten out stitched SQ on raised table. 

2. Check for pins.

3. Check to make sure all layers of simple quilt have been caught.
4. Trim corners (see diagram 1 on back). 
5. Determine which are the “front” and “back” pieces (the ones that will end up on the outside).  When you get the SQ, the front and back pieces will be right side to right side , and neither right side is on the outside.  You have to peak inside the opening to find them.  It’s usually rather obvious, but sometimes it might be confusing…….  Like when a heavier piece is on the outside, or four pieces are used.  So here are some clues:  A solid white piece is ALWAYS on the inside.  The two prettiest pieces are usually facing each other.  The middle piece might have “Middle” or “M” written on it. If Marj is available, ask her!  If not, proceed with your best guess.  If once it’s flipped you can tell that you were wrong, just “un-flip” it and start again.

6. Reach in between the “front” and “back” pieces all the way to the opposite corner. Push in from the outside and grab.  Pull that corner all the way back through the opening.  Now shake, shake, shake!  This allows gravity to help out a bit.  Ease the rest of the SQ through.  I like to through the bulk of the turned SQ over my shoulder while I do this.  
7. Push out the corners from the inside using the pencil.
8. Flatten “flipped” simple quilt out on table. Locate opening, tuck flap in, put a pin at either end of this area perpendicular to the edge (see diagram 2 on back).  

9. Work (wiggle?) the edge (someone will show you, I don’t know how to describe it!).  Place pins right to left and parallel to the edge inside the “lump” (see diagram 3).  Space these about every foot. 

10. You’re done!  Pass your SQ on to a zigger, and begin again!
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
