INSTRUCTIONS for the ZIGGERS
1. Before you begin sewing a simple quilt, please use the layered fabric to get a “feel” for your machine.  Make sure you know how to sew forward AND in reverse.  Do not make any adjustments to the tension, stitch length, or stitch width. Also check your bobbin.  If low, replace it before you start. If you are using your own machine, please set it for a multiple zig-zag stitch (see diagram 1 on back)
2. Look at the sample.  The key to this is to create a “lump on the edge of the SQ”  by NOT sewing on the seam allowance, yet NOT going too far away from the edge.  You want to let the “lump” be your guide.

3. Look at your simple quilt.  First, be careful as there will be pins!!  We pin it so that you are less likely to inadvertently overlap the material underneath.  Most pins will parallel the edge, but TWO will be perpendicular (see diagram 2 on back).  Between the two perpendicular pins is where the flap has been tucked under by our faithful flippers!

4. Find the two pins perpendicular to the edge.  Start at an outside edge of the opening (flap).  We don’t stitch opening closed right away because on occasion, a pin has gotten by even our best flippers.  It does NOT matter which side of the SQ is up unless one side is stretchy.  If so, but that side on the bottom. 

5.  Feel for the “edge of the lump.  It should be about 1” from the edge.  Start sewing and continue all around the SQ, using the lump and the edge as your guide.  Ideally, the stitching would parallel the edge all the way around but hey, just do your best!  Remove pins as you go, and put them in your pin “can” or lid.
6.  Check the bottom layer OFTEN to make sure you have not accidentally created a fold.  STOP IMMEDIATELY if you have, and remove SQ from machine.  Give this SQ someone else off line to fix, while you get another SQ to do.
7. Sew a second line of multiple zig-zag stitches close to the edge at the (now closed) opening. (See diagram 3 on back)

8. You’re done!  Pass it on to the knotters, and begin again!
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
