Simple Instructions for Simple Quilts:

1. Choose your materials wisely  (review to info on other pages)
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2. Cut each layer to 62” by 82”. I do this by folding the material twice and cut THAT rectangle to 31” by 41”. Save the scraps!
3. Pile & Pin according to the diagram: 

4. Use a long straight stitch to stitch the layers together OR if you have a serger, serge the edges together (you can “round” the corners)…  BUT LEAVE AN OPENING.

4.5  If using a regular machine, trim corners & any uneven edges. 

5. Reach inside between the bottom and top pieces to an opposite corner, pull through the opening.

6. Smooth & flatten out outside edges, pin at least the opening.  

7. Use a wide zig-zag stitch just beyond the seam layers.

8. Machine or hand stitch the opening closed, if necessary.

9. Attach all layers together securely using your regular machine.  I either use a super close zig zag stitch at random intervals (about 12 – 15 totall) OR if it’s not too thick and there’s some sort of lines in the pattern I just machine straight stitch along some of those.
10. Trim threads.  I like to wash it at this point to make sure it holds together!
